Have a separate Phone Line. This has several benefits, the first being that when
prospective students call to inquire, they will contact a school and not a church.

Please contact
http://receptionhg.com/ The Premium Live Answering Service d Call 866 883-3439 and tell
them that Dr. Abe Johnson at Gulf Coast College & Seminary asked you to call. ~ This
automatically alleviates potential concerns that pastors and callers from other churches may
have. It also lends instant credibility to your school as a more established Bible school rather
than a local Bible study class.

Appoint the One Person with a fiHearto for Gulf Coast College School of Ministry to Run
It. Especially with larger churches, a pastor just cannot oversee one more program but God
will provide a person especially equipped to do the job. A successful school needs someone
who has a vision for the school's operations, which will coincide with and enhance that of
the pastor/chancellor.
